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Notice:  The NS2 operating with firmware prior to v1.03.09 does not properly support daylight savings time.  An easy to use firmware patch can be applied to all firmware versions to correct this.  The DST (Daylight Savings Time) patch will flash all panels on a RS-232, RS-485, or LAN/Wan loop. The DST (Daylight Savings Time) will not flash any NS2 panel(s) that is over modem connection.  If the existing panel communications is via modem, please follow the v1.03.09 firmware update procedure.  This document can be found on our web page in the download section of the Product Matrix.
